ASSISTED SUICIDE Copies of a pastoral letter from the Scottish Bishops are available in 

the porch. Assisted suicide is legal in Belgium, the Netherlands, Canada and the state of 

Oregon. In all these places, there are horrific stories emerging. Basically, whatever promises 

are made, there are no safeguards – these are often disregarded. And there is tremendous 

pressure on sick and elderly people simply to end it all. 

    The Scottish Parliament Health Committee is asking for your views on proposals to 

legalise assisted suicide in Scotland. It is vital that as many people as possible complete the 

short survey, which should take just a few minutes to do, before it closes on 16th August.
